Since'June 1915 Sgt. Bursell has been doing continuous
duty in the Regiment in various capacities. 1In the first instance
he was caretaker of the C.L.B.Armoury for the Regiment, was placed
in uniform and paid by the Regiment. He was also in charge of the
Canteen though at the time he was allowsed to supplement his small
salary with the proflts of the cantesng and in Decembsr 1915 he
was given charge of the keys to all the offices in the Armoury and
was obliged to sign an‘ﬁ%b for this responsibility. In May 1916
the Cantesn was taken over by the Regiment,but Bursell waavkept on
in charge at & fixzed salary of $2.00 per day and was also given
charge of the Bugle Band for training purpoges and general oversight.
In January 1918 he was mede an Honorary sergeant as a reward for hié
services and tb give him more authority in his duties.

On September 25%h,1918 he regularly enlisted in the Regiment
and was aceepted , and becams a Sull Sergeant; |
