seventy dollaers (470) gratuity for six months after the death of
their boy. HKrs. E. knows that anything that which cennot be dome
for another mother in her position cannot be done for her & that
anything another is getting she should recv. 2 similsr amount.
She is only looking for & expecting what is due her.

Sometime ago she wrote for a pension & later recd. the .
application forms which were duly filled out & on Sept. 26th for- .
warded with & Doctor's certificate but, as yet, no notice has been
given ag to whether she is to recv. it or not. You can ses the
report of Mrs. England's condition from these papers.
