EXTRACT from LECTURE by CAPTAIN T. NANGLE, C.F., .

. «» A man knows only what is happening in the immediate

neighbourhood where he 18, and on the whole it 1s almost impossible

to place reliance upon any indlvidual stories, In this case,
. however, the Commanding Officer sent out Kevin Keogan to recon-
noltre the position. :

He went aocpvoss the battle-swept aresa, ducked the guns and
the shells and the falling houses, and looking around saw the
Germans coming along victorious. Keegan made everybody fall in,
even the cooks, got sixteen men in all, and went down and revorted
to the General.

When Keegan reported to Egpbes-Robertson, Forbes-Robertson
roplied, "Well, Keegan, we will go out ourselves and give them a
1ittle diversion,” in the hope that reinforcements might be sent
up.

They had no guns or ammunitlion, Kesgan had only a revolver,
Going through the village Robertson picked up a rifle off a dead
soldier, from a cmvalry man a bayonet was got, ammumnition was
picked off a dead private; and equipped in this manner out
started the sixteen men to face the mass of Gormans.

When they got to the sdge of the wvillage the sixteen men had
been reduced to nine. Forbes~Robertson saw a grove of trees
alongside, and the garty established themselves in ‘te grove.
That was about 10 o clock in the morning. @ That grove these nine
men held until four o'clock. Everg German that showed his head
during these hours was shot. The bUermans did not know thet the
placé was héld by nine men only. They thought there must be at
least a division there,. :

The Germans sent out scouts to reconnoitre and report, Not
a scout returned. Had one single scout discovered the situation
the nine men would have been wiped out and tte Germane would have
advanced to victory. Not only would Monch$ have been leost, but
all the work for months would have besn undone. Thers was
nothing between the nine men and tte first line of guns, nothimg
between the guns and the brigade headquarters. Had the Germans
passed vicforiously through Monchy they would have recovered tack ~
all that had been won in the Arras battle,

4
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N Lieut.-0o0l, Forbes~ Robertson and these eight men are the
‘men who_saved Monchy.  They won fame for themselves, They won
fame for the Regiment. The whéle British Army in France honours
the names of th#se nine men for their heroic conduct. During
the day they lived upon the scraps that could be picked up.

They secured some bacon from the supplies carried by one dead
man. Thev located a tin of lard and used ¥t for butter. In
one trench they got half a crock of marmalade, the other half
being clay. The marmalade did not taste so bad .4at - all after
the clay was thrown out. '

One doctor who established himself in & series of cellars,
about five in all, moved from cellar to cellar as his hsadquarters
were blown in, his only observation being, "It is my move." He
won the M.C. that day. . ' i
