“Hr. O'Neil, 'in 1916 was grantéd a Comnission
. as second Lleutenant, on the authority of the Home Defence Committ
T toearry out Patrol duties.

In 1917, on account of his excellent work
during 3916 Palrol season, he was recomsended Tor promotion and
H ; granted Commission as Lieutenant in the Newfoundland Regiment. This
: was ‘siguned by Governor and Commander=in~-Chief, then Sir. Walter B.
i Davidson: on the 25th. May, 1917, giving him seniority as Lieutenant .
from 22nd4. May, 191%.

This Commission is a "permanment” one, and with
no mention in any sense of being"temrorary!

On the 8th. July, 1918, Mr, O'Neil received a
Commission as Justice of the Peace, in order to carry out Maghkster—
ial duties on the Labrador Coasd.
