apd Fort McDonals,Lille I wass sent to Guesnain to work ba&ind the German
lines under our own shell fire. I wag verrfortunate,in only being kept
here for two days when I was shifted to avancourt for hearl§'4 months
working on the roads, We had to work .from 6 8els t0 6pem, daily with an
interval of half an hour at noons The treatment on the whole was not too
bad but the food was scarce. We had only two meals per day which consisted
of a slice of black bread in the morning and a little watery soup at night.
Then I was shifted to Bouchesnes for nearly 5 months at various kinds of
work on dumps and bullding ammunition dug-outs. The treatmeht here was
about the same. The next move Was to Germany when I was sent to Sdhneider-
muhl for about a month in Camp. About January 5th I was sent to Oblewitsz
negr Eromberg for about 3 months working in the Forest. Parcels from the
Red Cross began to arrive here and conditions improved greaty¥y and the
sentries were a little mors lax and we ware much freer. In April I was
sent out to a farm at the Poburke where I stayed until the Armistice was
signede This was a small farm and the farmer was very decent to me and so
I had a faibly good time as far as trestment was concerned. I was

repatriated to England via Danzig and arrived in Leith on Xmas8 morning.
